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Future Research Planning Discussions – Wednesday, 10 October 2001

General comments

Each of these discussions will be facilitated.  To initiate the discussion, a leader has been identified, who will briefly (~10-15 min): 

· pose a draft research question for discussion and refinement

· pose a draft justification for discussion and refinement.

· summarise the key results of previous formal and informal meetings on the topic 

Approximately 45 mins will be allotted to each discussion; more or less as needed.  The purpose of these discussions is not to develop detailed experimental plans.  That will be done later, taking these discussions into consideration.  Rather, the intent is to ensure that each proposed research question:

· will help end-users address an important need 

· is focussed on the correct scale and location(s)

· takes advantage of possible synergies and collaborations

Stakeholder input is essential. However, we recognise that individual stakeholders may not have an interest in all discussion topics or may not be able to devote an entire day to participate.  It is intended that each discussion will stand on its own.  Thus, stakeholders are encouraged to join in for as much or as little time as their schedules allow.

Staff in the Motueka-ICM should plan to take part in all of these discussions.

A reporter will be assigned to record key recommendations about the general research approaches discussed, about what should happen next, and about who would like to be involved further.
